The woods are lovely now, the snow untouched except foatttkom stitching of a crooked line of mouse foot-
prints. The trees throw shadows across the snow rangimgdeep blue to the palest lavender. The only sounds are the
crunch of our snowshoes and a faint whisper from the WhitesRis a little breeze stirs their feathery branches. We are
in God’s Garden, at peace, and suddenly reminded of the frvers Revelation (22:2) that describes the Tree of Life as
having leaves “served to heal the nations,” in a word to bhiei tpeace.

In fact, God really must hold a special place in His gardefofests; there are over 500 references to trees in the
Bible, some 22 species identified by name. And certainly,<Jocests are an amazing gift to us, His children. They
provide an unequalled carbon sink, swallowing up greenh@ases@nd releasing life-giving oxygen. Their root systems
trap sediment and prevent erosion, which is one reason osirédns are so clear. The forests are home to many species
of wild life, provide an almost spiritual venue for hikjrakiing, camping, and hunting, and here in the UP, thewiar
important economic engine as many UP jobs are connected tmbie industry.

Just as Lake Superior makes our portion of God’s gardspeswal, so too do our forests. And, just as good
stewardship of the Lake requires our vigilance, so too daestewardship of our UP forests, the majority of wlaoh
publically owned. While technology and good forest managehed, in general, allowed for the sustainability of our
forests, the proposed introduction in the UP of celluleiianol production from green hardwood logs raises several
guestions that we as good stewards need to consider.

Well, you may ask, what's not to like? Isn’t anyththgt gets us away from fossil fuel use a good thingher t
planet and for our country? Well, unfortunately, thereoisimple answer. We can consider one example of such a plant
now being planned for the UP, Frontier Renewable Resourcgstdimmercial cellulosic ethanol plant in Kinross Town-
ship in the Eastern UP. Frontier projects that it witjuire 1.3 million green tons of hardwood per year to maketlia-
nol. Meeting this demand cannot be long sustained bygetyily on the timber resources Frontier now owns. Eudrth
expansion of such plants across the UP can only put greatsuggres our forests. So the first question we need t ask
whether proposed reforestation efforts can offset such lagsksat the same time sustaining existing timber usage in-
dustries and important recreational uses.

Frontier promises 70 permanent jobs in its proposed, @arttinly on the face of it, a very good thing for the
UP. But we need to ask whether these jobs might not cothe akpense of jobs lost in our present timber industry if
more forest resources than can be replaced are used in the niaimgnol.

Finally, as good stewards, we need to be mindful of otheroeaio effects of our practices. Interestingly, while
it is easy to convert sugar to ethanol, the costs increasestdréng from wood or plant fibers, which need to be broken
down before they can be fermented to produce ethanol. Oneoftidyproposed Frontier plant* shows that the boiler
energy required to make the ethanol is 1.43 times the energgntointhe ethanol produced. And when the diesel fuel
used to harvest the timber and transport it to the platcisunted for, the energy required is 1.6 times the energg of th
ethanol. In other words, producing ethanol from stantiimiger would seem to result in a negative energy gain.

Standing in our woods, breathing in the crisp pungentdlyeoBalsam fir, | am wary of such a project and its im-
plications for our woods. But there is much more that neele learned about this project before making an informed
decision.
